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The Hot Club of San Francisco ‘

This accomplished ensemble from the United States of America is made up of five musicians,
featuring lead guitarist Paul Mehling and double GRAMMY Award-winning violinist Evan Price.
The HCSF borrows the instrumentation of violin, bass, and guitars from the original Hot Club
while breathing new life into the music with innovative arrangements of classic tunes and

original compositions.

What is Gypsy Jazz and
what does Hot Club play?

The Hot Club of San Francisco plays the gypsy jazz music of guitarist Django Reinhardt and
violinist Stephane Grappelli and the original Hot Club de France. This unique jazz form recalls
Paris in the 1930s and offers a swinging beat with a sweet melody. The Hot Club performs many
of the original works by Reinhardt and Grappelli and incorporates original works by guitarist
Paul Mehling and violinist, Evan Price. Other composers such as Claude Debussy and “Jelly Roll”

Morton make appearances as well.

Violin

The violin originated in 16"-century Italy and
was evolved from the viol. It quickly became one
of the most important instruments in Western
classical music and is also commonly played

in chamber music and orchestral settings, with
many composers writing concertos for it.

Features of the violin:

« The smallest and highest-pitched instrument
in the string family

« Fourstrings tuned to G, D, A, and E

- Same as other string instruments, a range of
playing techniques can be applied, such as
vibrato, pizzicato, glissando, and harmonics

Double Bass

The double bass is the largest instrument in the
string family. Because it is so big, players have to
stand or sit on a high stool. The strings are tuned
in fourths (E, A, D, G). It has a slightly different
shape to the other members of the family, as
the top of the wooden body slopes in toward the
neck. It is possible to both use a bow, which is
much larger than a violin bow, and play pizzicato
(pluck the strings) on a double bass. Most jazz
and rock musicians use pizzicato rather than the
bow, whereas bowing is used more typically in

classical music.




Guitar

The guitar is a popular musical instrument
classified as a string instrument with anywhere
from 4 to 18 strings, usually having 6. The sound is
projected either acoustically or through electrical
amplification (for an acoustic guitar or an electric
guitar, respectively). The modern guitar was
preceded by the gittern, the vihuela, the four-
course Renaissance guitar and the five-course
baroque guitar, all of which contributed to the
development of the modern six-string instrument.
The guitaris used in a wide variety of musical
genres worldwide, it is recognised as a primary
instrument in genres such as blues, country,
flamenco, folk, jazz, soul and many forms of pop.
Of course, the classical guitar fits right in with
classical music too.
